INSTRUCTIONS FOR APPLICATION

Attached you will find a pre-application form, Notes on the Rhodes Scholarship
Competition, and the In-house application forms. If you are applying to a Rhodes
Scholarship competition in a country other than the United States, please contact the
Boston University Office of Fellowships and Scholarships to obtain information
materials and an application from your home country.

It is encouraged, but not required, that you complete a pre-application form
and submit it to the Boston University Office of Fellowships and Scholarships prior
to June 3, 2002. This will allow the Office’s staff to review your essay and candidacy
and provide some feedback before proceeding to complete the In-House application.
The pre-application consists of the attached application form and a first-draft essay. In-
House applications are due on Friday, September 6, 2002. Only the In-House
application is considered in the University competition. In order to prepare candidates
for the formal applications, the In-House applications will be copies of last year’s
official Rhodes applications and will require faculty references, an activities sheet, and
official transcripts of all college work.

All Rhodes applicants must complete an In-House application. The University
Rhodes/Marshall/Mitchell Scholarships Committee will review applications and
conduct interviews before selecting applicants for endorsement. Official 2002 Rhodes
applications will only be presented to applicants who have received the Committee’s
endorsement.

The application schedule is:

Pre-application: Due June 3
In-House application: Due September 6
Interviews Mid-September
Final applications Mid-October

The First Step: Research

Please review the information on Rhodes Scholarship contained within this Web
Site very carefully. Check to make sure that you meet the eligibility criteria of age,
citizenship, and academic achievement. Distinction in athletics, although not essential,
is an asset for a Rhodes applicant. Note the other requirements sought, such as qualities
of character, personality and record of service.

Rhodes applicants should search the information contained on Oxford
University’s web site. Candidates should look for degree programs which will advance
your long-range goals and for which you appear to be academically prepared. Ask
members of the faculty who are familiar with the discipline, with the academic program
at Boston University, and with your record, to advise you concerning the proposed
programs, your preparation and plans.

The Application Process

Endorsement by the University is required for the Rhodes Scholarship. The
University Rhodes/Marshall/Mitchell Scholarships Committee will review completed
In-House applications submitted by the deadline, interview applicants, and support
those whose qualifications best fit the scholarship specifications. Interviews will be
conducted by the committee in mid-September and nominees will be selected as quickly
as possible to allow maximum time for careful preparation to meet the external
deadlines. If you are endorsed by the Committee, it is your responsibility to complete
your application on time.

Rhodes candidates may elect to apply through their home state or through the
state in which they have attended at least two years of college. Weigh the advantages of
each. Competition in Massachusetts is very keen.

The first cut in the national competitions is made on the basis of credentials. If
you are invited for an interview, notify the Boston University Office of Fellowships and
Scholarships immediately so that an on-campus mock interview can be arranged for
you. The second cut in the Rhodes competition is made after the state interviews,
which are usually held during the first week in December. Those selected by their
states are interviewed later in the same week by the District Committees and the names
of the scholars elect are announced immediately. Awards are final when they have
been ratified in Britain by the Rhodes Trust.



The Pre-Application

Please complete the following parts of the pre-application:

1. Pre-application form

2. Essay This is your opportunity to make a compelling case for your candidacy. You
must convince the reviewers of the necessity of your studying in Britain and of
interviewing you. Be prepared to clarify and defend your statements. This critical part
of the application usually involves numerous rewritings. Seek help from friends and
professors. The essay is the chief component of the Pre-application. Remember that
you will have letters of reference and an activities sheet, in addition to the essay, to
demonstrate how your qualifications meet the requirements of the scholarship, so map
out how the essay will break new ground without repeating these other portions of the
application.

In-House Application

Attached is a copy of the In-House Application for the Rhodes Scholarship along
with Application Instructions. The In-House Application consists of last year’s formal
Rhodes application. | urge you to read the materials carefully.

2001 Rhodes applications will be available only after your In-House Application
has been processed and an interview with the University Rhodes/Marshall/Mitchell
Scholarships Committee has been conducted. Only endorsed candidates will receive
original copies of the applications.

The deadline for receipt of the In-House Application is Friday, September 6,
2002. The required letters of recommendation must also be submitted by September
6, 2002. No extensions will be granted.

The Rhodes application requires no fewer than five, but no more than eight
references. Referees should be selected for their ability to address your suitability for
the Rhodes scholarship. Some referees should be well suited to address your “literary
and scholastic attainments”; some referees should be well suited to address your
“fondness and success in sports”; some referees should be well suited to address your
“truth, courage, devotion to duty, sympathy for and protection of the weak, kindliness,
unselfishness and fellowship; and some referees should be well suited to address your
“moral force of character and instincts to lead, and to take an interest in one’s fellow
beings.” Four references must come from Boston University faculty.

When requesting letters of recommendation, ask each referee to keep a copy of
the letter so that it can be re-addressed and reprinted at a later date. If you are
endorsed by the University, your referees will be requested to resubmit their letters of
recommendation directly to the Rhodes selection committee. References for the Rhodes
scholarship should come from people who know you well and how can describe how
you fulfill the scholarship criteria.

APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS
RHODES SCHOLARSHIP
IN-HOUSE COMPETITION

The Application

List the information to be presented and determine which part of the application
will best convey it. Construct the application so that all the relevant facts are included
and that there is no redundancy. Ensure that all the mandatory information is
presented exactly as requested. Consider the best way to employ the parts of the
application over which you have control (the essay, the activities sheet, the selection of
referees) to demonstrate how your qualifications meet the requirements of the
scholarship.

FOR IN-HOUSE REVIEW- The University Rhodes and Marshall Scholarships
Committee will review completed copies of the 2002 Rhodes applications. Please keep
the following things in mind:

1. Essay This is your opportunity to make a compelling case for your candidacy. You
must convince the reviewers of the necessity of your studying in Britain and of
interviewing you. Why is the British program of study superior to similar programs in
the United States? Be prepared to clarify and defend your statement. This is a critical
part of the application. Seek help from friends and professors.

2. Transcripts Official transcripts of all college work are required for the In-House
competition. They will be needed for the national competitions if you are
recommended.

3. Activities Sheet The Rhodes application requires an activities sheet. Use the activity
sheet to provide the reviewers with aspects of your qualifications which will not be
apparent in other parts of the application. Brief, simple, accurate descriptions are
useful.

Below are sample formats for the activities sheet. You will note different
arrangements and section heads. These were carefully chosen to emphasize the
candidate's strongest points. Do not feel bound by these arrangements; other section
titles might include "athletic record"” or "interests and activities" or "personal interests."
If you are particularly accomplished in a certain field, this may warrant an entire
section by itself, such as "Musical Activities,” "Exhibitions,” or "Publications."”

4. Letter of Recommendation Plan the selection of referees so that different qualities
and accomplishments are presented. Provide each referee with information about the
scholarship, your unofficial transcript, other facts as appropriate, and the deadline
(September 6, 2002). The letters should be addressed to the University
Rhodes/Marshall/Mitchell Scholarships Committee, 145 Bay State Road, Boston,
Massachusetts 02215. If you are selected for nomination by the Committee, your
referees will need to send their letters of recommendation directly to the Rhodes
Selection Committee.

5. Interviews The University Rhodes/Marshall/Mitchell Scholarships Committee will
consider the applications of students and alumni who are unable to come to Boston for
an interview. In such cases, a telephone interview will be arranged.
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
